* AZ State Park entrance fees increased on 2/25/25.  The fee is now based on the number of 

people in a vehicle, if no one has a park pass.  The fee is $10 for one person and $20 for 2 – 4 

people total.  The fee should be split among those in the vehicle. A park pass allows for up to 

4 people to enter without additional charge. 

Tuesday, May 6, 2025,  Dorothy’s Wash Loop/Sutherland trail  [D/4mi/400’/$2*/7:00am] 

Meet at the main trailhead in CSP.  Hike up the Sutherland trail and take the Dorothy’s wash  cut 

off trail.  Have a short snack there and return back out on a scenic ridge to the Sutherland.  We 

will adjust the time if temperatures change.   Ken Percival knmdpercival@gmail.com 

Wednesday, May 7, 2025, Oracle Ridge to the View [B/9 miles/2000’/$4/6:30am] We will 

meet at the Welcome Center to carpool to the trailhead off Campo Bonito Road.

Friday, May 09, 2025, Upper Javelina Tr., [C/4+mi/500'/$3/6:30A] Meet and carpool from the 

Welcome Center to the Dove Mtn., Wild Burro TH parking. We will hike Wild Burro T. about a 

half mile to the Upper Javelina T. (UJT), The trail continues up a draw where it meets the Wild 

Mustang T. The UJT  turns westerly for about 1.6mi  and then drops down to the Resort golf 

course. From there we will take the hiking path back to the parking lot. This trail has some short 

segments that are steep and rocky.
